(3000+ level SOC course work.) 

 

• All SOC courses must have a grade 
of “C” or better. 

 

• *NOTE 1: SOC 3150 and 3170 
should be completed prior to the 
senior year and must be taken at 
UCCS. 

 

• **NOTE 2: The two courses for the 
SOC Standard Track or WEST 
Summit Experience must be taken 
together in the same semester 
with the same topics.
